Specific Program Objective(s) assessed:
Upon completion of the Preschool Education program, the student will:
Use appropriate observation strategies to monitor children’s development
Statement about Method:
Scores on faculty-developed rubric for assessing students’ observation reports.
Answers to students’ self-evaluation reports.

Students in three preschool practicum courses will participate in fall 2006.
Explain Standards used for Achievement of Objective:  
Students will receive a passing score on their observation reports.
Students self evaluation will closely match the faculty evaluation scores.

Results from the direct measure:
Most of the students received a passing score on their observation reports.

Results from the indirect measure:
Most students came pretty close to matching their teacher’s evaluation of their observation skills.

Conclusions regarding the overall assessment process :
This assessment showed that the program objective is being achieved.

Interpretation of Results:
Identified strengths – The preschool education students do very well in observation reporting to monitor children’s development.
Identified weaknesses – Some students did not have the same perception of their own observation reporting skills as their instructor (these students usually viewed their own skills as stronger).
Actions taken for improvement of learning:
Faculty will provide more review and reinforcement of criteria for good observation reporting skills with students in practicum courses.
